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 2011 - Griffin Substation 110/33kV, and augmentation of Hays Inlet Substation. 

 2015 – Commissioning of the Griffin Substation 33/11kV zone substation component.  

 2015 – Commissioning of the Hays Inlet 33/11kV zone substation component. 

1.5 Community Infrastructure Designation  
Under the provisions of Chapter 2 of the Integrated Planning Act 1997 (IPA), a Minister, or a Local 
Government may designate land for “Community Infrastructure”.  Under the provisions of Section 2.6.7 
of IPA, when determining whether to designate land, the Minister must consider: 

 That adequate environmental assessment of the proposal has been undertaken 

 That all current and applicable planning schemes for the local government area(s) and relevant 
State Planning Policies have been considered 

 That adequate consultation has been undertaken and  

 That analysis of social impacts has been undertaken.   

IPA provides for alternative processes to demonstrate the achievement of the above requirements, one 
of which is the undertaking of assessment in accordance with guidelines made by the Chief Executive 
Officer under IPA Section 5.9.9(1)(b).  Established under this section is Schedule 6 of the Guidelines 
about Environmental Assessment and Public Consultation Procedures for Designating land for 
Community Infrastructure (the Guidelines). 

1.6 Final Initial Assessment Report (FIAR) Requirements and 
Objectives  

To ensure the proposed development can proceed with confidence and that the environmental 
requirements are fully met, an FIAR has been prepared by Urbis in association with Worley Parsons on 
behalf of ENERGEX. In addition a draft Environmental Management Plan (EMP) has been developed. 
The Final Initial Assessment Report has been prepared in accordance with the Guidelines about 
Environmental Assessment and Public Consultation Procedures for Designating Land for Community 
Infrastructure (the Guidelines), established under IPA Section 5.9.9(1)(b), specifically with reference to 
Schedule 6 of the Guidelines, and addresses all of the CID requirements, including consideration of 
specific issues raised during initial consultation procedures. 

The FIAR provides an assessment of: 

 Compliance with Commonwealth and State legislative requirements 

 Matters likely to be of concern to other parties including State and local governments and the 
community, including short term, long term and cumulative effects 

 Submissions received following public advertising of the Initial Assessment Report 

 Measures identified for managing environmental effects 

 Effects propagated during construction, operation and decommissioning stages of the project 

 On site and off site effects. 

A checklist referencing the requirements of the Guidelines is provided at Appendix G in order to assist 
with cross checking the content of the report.
