We act as a Referral Agency in the following situations:

e Reconfiguring a lot, if any part of the lot is subject to an Energex
easement and/or located within 100 metres of a substation site.

e Material change of use of premises, if any part of the premises is
subject to an Energex easement and/or is situated within 100

For any development close to substations and powerlines, it's vital that it
does not jeopardise community safety, or the safe operation of our
network. Unmanaged development around electrical infrastructure can
result in injury or in the worst case, loss of life. Even if we are not
triggered as a Referral Agency, we strongly recommend consultation with
us as to how to develop safely around powerlines.
